Both the Camden police dnd Prosecutor
Kraft yesterday announced they mean to
take' active measures against careless
autoists who have been “impenihng life
and imb in and about the aty tha past
several days. There bave been nine vio-
lent deaths in Camden in less than ten
days, mostly from auto accidents, and
this condition has aroused the authori-
ties to the necessity for taking such ac-
tion as will result in a recogmition of
the speed laws at least.

However, there have been a number of
instances in which autoists have
to give evidence of even the first prin-
ciples of humanity, it is declared. There
was a demonstration of this yesterday
when Eugene Engel, aged 50 years, of
134 Arch street, was struck by a ma-
chine at Second and Market sjreets. Es-
gle was left lying in the street.
