About six weehs ago he was informed
by friends, who had arcertgined the iden-
ity of the enemy, that the latter was
surely coming to this country. This wor
ried him, and the last straw came when
he was_told that the man was really in
Philadelphia at Jast, From that time un-
il be waw taken into custody he lhad
visited the home of DPoliceinan Troncone,
a fellow countrymsn, almost daily. As
day succeeded day his mentality weaken-
ed, and it was finally necessary to re-
strain him.
