A Camden company now has a force
of men -at work upon a new sort of vehi=
cle that promisas Lo revolutionize the po-
pular modes of conveyance. The new
scheme i3 an electrical carriage, a” car-
riage to be builtjust as carriages now are,
but to- be operated by d'storage battery
hidden in the hottom of the vehicle: in-
stead of by lorses. Not only do. those
bailding this carriage expect it to su-
persede  the earriages now in use, but
they declare that it will in time take the
place of bicyeles, and in their enthusi-
asm they add that they: would by no
means be surprised if the trolley cars
should feel the eftect of the new inven-
tion once it gets on the market and peo-
ple are able to reach the price.

Two of the carrigges arc now being
Duilt at the works in Camden, of two dit-
{arent sorts as fur as the mechanical con-
stiuclion goes, but both are on the same
principle. The difference is the method
of operation, ‘and these differences repre-
seut the views of an electrician in the
one case and @ mmachinist in the other.
They are to be completed by the 1st of
ovember, and will at once enter upon a
race near Chicago to test the speed.
They are being Huilt of the best material,
and will be in every-sense first class ear-
riages of “trap” pattern and are expected
to cost about $1.500 complete for the
two. '

This cost, however, can be regulated if
the carriages-do all that'is promiged for
them, and they can be made in the future
at almost any price. In any event, the
first cost will ‘be'the only real one, be-
cause thsy are to ‘be equipped with a
storage battery which will run the vehicle
five hundred miles before requiring to-be
recharged, and . this-at a cost.of but thir-
tzen cents for each fiftéen miles. A speed
of seventeon miles an our is' promised.
for the new invention, and some: idea of
what this means can be gained by « little
co nparison with an ordinary liorse.

miles an hour and keep it up for five
hundred miles, or a little less tha forty-
two, hours, without stopping for. wind,
