After digging with a shovel only a few
inches beneath the surface the officer
came upon the torn portion of a dress,
and a few seconds later excavated the
dead body of the missing girl.

heelod a trusk down to the Federal
street ferry In a push-cart for George
Morris yesterday afternoon, and Morris
tock it across the river. The Philadel-
phia anthorities were notiied, but only
a meagre description of the murderer
could be furnished.

After the body had been excavated it
was carried up stairs and examined b;
County Physician Iszard. Death was
evidently due to the hammer wounds
ou the head. There were no other marks
ot viclencs on the body, which was re-
moved to the Mor;

The theory onuo po]lce is that Morris
:illed the woman in a quarrel promphd
probably, by jealousy.  The county d
tectives were hunting for him last nl-bt
