- WRONG VICTIMS

John Baxter in Trying to Kill His
Wife Shot Mr. and Mrs.
. Ryan

Says He Is Sorry He Did Not Accem-
phsh His Purpose—Woman
Will Die

John Baxter, aged 39 years, of Wilming-
ton, Delaware, a fireman on the steamer
Brandywine, last night shot Jeremiah Ry~
an, aged 83 years, through the shoulder,
and Ryac's wife, Mary, aged 31 years, In
the back and in the neck. The shooting oc-
curred at Twenty-slxth and Washington
avenue, East Slde, Camden. The ¥ctims
were taken to Cooper Hospltal.  Mrs.
Ryan, who I3 enclente, will probably die.

Baxter has been separated from hlg wife
and chlldren for over a year. Last spring
bis wife was lsing at service at Orston,
Camden county. Baxter went there to see
Ber, and after & quarrel tried to shoot her.
He was indlcted for thls, but sentence was
suspended by Judge Armstrong because
ke had served as a fireman on the St. Paul
under Captain Slgsbee in the Spanlsh-
American War. Baxter promised the Judge
that he would leave the State and not
molest his wife any more.

On Saturday night last Baxter appeared
at bis old home, where the shooting oc-
curred, and tried to persuade bis wife to
Iive with bim agaln. She became nhrmed
because of his threats and sent for the
police. He was taken to tbe Third dis.
trict station house, but was afterward re-
fe .

She
sald, ‘Go away from me, I wan't nothing
to do with you' I could stand It no
longer and pulled my revolver. As I was
Just about ta shoot her they all cloned in
on me and Lsshot Ryaxn and his wife.”

Ina dumnuc  manner Baxter exclalmed:

“I am only as God Is my Judge,
that T 91a ot Wil day wife and put 2 bul:
let In my own braln. Take me out and
kil me or hang me, or do whatever you
please! That is the whole truth. I did it
because I love her, and can't live without
her.

After the shooting Mrs, Ryan, who §
wéry stout woman. ran up. Twenty-aixth
street to Federa] and down that streer.
‘When near Twenty-fourth street she fell
into the arms of Alrs. Lizzle Sulllvan, of
2831 Master street. A crowd soon collected
and she was taken to Wells' drug store,
Twenty-fourth and Federal streets. She
was examined by Drs. Martindale and
Sherk and ordered removed to the hospital.

AUGHT AND BEATLN.
'IBefore Baxter could get away be was
grabbed by Horton and Ryan and beaten
shgut the face and body In a terrible man-
gp;... The plstol with which the shooting
Pme e found on the back door
step by Pollceman Pant,
blef of Police Foster, Detective Hart
and Willlam P. Walsh, of the Prosecutor's
office, were foon upon the scene and took
Baater and Marry Horton to the city pris-
on. Mrs. Anma Baxter was arrested at &
late hour by Policeman Paul and taken
ta the Clty Hall, where she told the story
of the shooting to Chief Foster and Law-
yer Wals

When Dazter ws ccarched, {n additlon
to some loose change, a razor was fou
on him. On seefng it he sald

“Oh! If I only kmew I had that with
me I would have cut my head off.”

At the Cooper Hospital last night the
physlelans sald Mrs. lyan would probably
