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CONGRESS LIKELY O PASS A

OF INTOXICANTS,

WOULD PROTECT DRY STATES

Kenyon Bill in Senate or Webb Bill
In House Will Settie a Question
That Has Vexed the Lawmakers
Many Years,

By GEORGE CLINTON.
Washington.—After nearly 15 years
of agitation on the subject the senate

is tor prevent the shipment of liquors
by means of interstate commerce into
stutes, where the sale of liquor is for
bidden. It is expected that the sen-
ate will pass the meusure, but wheth-
er it passes It or not, the house may
consider a bill to the same end on iis
own account, and send it for sanction
over to the senate, which, fatilug ts
aceept its own measure, may be kind-
ly inclined toward that of the housa.

From a period away back in the Mc
Kinley administration bills to effect
the object of the ore which is now
about to come to a vote have been
iiie subject of biter debate, or siren:
uous advocacy, ahd of opgosition just
as strenuous. The opposing forces say
ihat the bill will cut the profits of
breweries and distilleries of the coun-
try more than one-half, and that thou-
sands of persons wiil be turown oui
of employment. Iurther, they claim
that the measure takes away from a
man a part of his personal liberty,
and that it is close to the line of be-
ing unconstitutional.

The friends of the bfil say its
results simply will be to confine the
beer of the breweries and the liguor
of the distilleries to the fleld where
their sale is legal, and that it will not
interfere with the personal rights of
any man. or woman in any state of
che Union. In addition to this, the
proponenis of the bill say it will pro-
mole temperanre, and make easier the

sptorcement of laws in the stateg
whichh have the word “dry” writtez
into their ¢enstitutions.

Two 2lls Much Alike.

There are two bills in congress for
the accomplishment of the purpose
which the proponents have in vlew.
One is the bill of Senator Kenyon of
Jowa and the other that of Represent-
ative Webb of Nozith Carolina. So it
will be seen thar the measure has tha
advantage of both Republican and
Democratic parentage. The two bills
are very much alike, and either wili
accomplish the purpose intended.

The senate is about to vote on the
Kenyon bill, and it is said it will be
sunctioned. The measure will then
#o to the house, Imt by the time it
reachies there itseems likely that the
Webb bill will have been  reported fa-
vorably from the committee on judl
ciary, and it is possible the house, if
it intends to approve ithe legislatio‘n,
will suggest that the Webb meas
ure be substituted for the Kenyon
 measure. If the Webb bill is subgti-
‘tuted by the house it is likely the sen-
ate will aceept it after a conference,
and so it seems probably that Mr
Taft will be given an opportunity tc
sign or veto a measure which has been
vexing congresses and administrations
for a long time.

They also have found out
the sentiment in the house proper,
and they say that this bill, whether
in the Kenyon form or in the Webb
form, is certain to be passed by ths
representatives by an overwhelming
majorily. The opponents of the meas-
ure are in the belief that the houss
n:embers will not dare to vote against
it, feeling as they do, they
hold it a symptom of moral coward-
ice.
