CAMOEN TO PROFIT
BY LIGHTING PLANT

Special Committes Submits Flg-
ures to Council Showing Sub-
stantlal Income Will Follow

Camden Gity Council yesterday re-
ceived additional information. yelative to
the municipal lighting plant which it
is proposed to erect. The Special Com-
mittee appointed for that purpose, of
which Councilman Warren ia chairman,
gave some facts and figures, according
to which the city may derive a comforta-
ble profil

In the estimates submitted by experis
employed to plan the plant, it is shown
that the cost of installation will be $338,-
028, The operating. and other expenscs
are estimated as follows: Interest, $29,-
611.04; depreciation of plant, $23,-
169.70; maintenance, §64,205.50; total,
$117,056.24. As to the income it is be-
toved that a total of $171,24158 can

derived from street lighting and other
sources. This will make the net eamings
to_the city of $34,183.34. 5

the erection of the plant. It will be up
to the commttee to be appointed at the
reorganization of Council to take up this
worl

Council algo decided to purchase from
the trustees of the estate of the late
William J. Thompson the tract of land
at the foot of Line and Walnut etreets
and reaching to the tipatian lnes o the
Delaware for $65,000. This s a further
step toward the reclaimation of the city’s
water front. .
