They also discovered a miscellaneous
collection of stolen goods, consisting of
silyer nut picks, butter Kknives, froit
¥nives, butter dishes, knives and forks,
»poons, lace curlains and linen. The
lace curialns were found in Lamberts
tronk. This is the plander from numer-
ous ronberies in Camden during the past
year which Lambert confessed.

Thecdore Lambert was arrested on the
day of the murdsr on_suspicien of coma
mitting the crime and he has sluce besn
locked up fn the Camden County Jail,

Lambert when arrested said that Wil
tlam, alias “Blackstrap” Davis, was with
bimatihe iime Kairer was shot, On
this informatiou Dav.s was arrosted in
New York anil taken to Camden last
wesk on raquisition papers.
