Watchman Loper, demanded of the
men_that. theY tel! him thelr business

The watchman thought this was a
lame’ excuse, and when he threatened
them with arrest the men jumped into
the vmzﬂn. whipped up the horse.and
escaped,

Efforts were made before the execu-
tlon to get an option on Lambert's
body so it could be put on exhibition,
but the New Jersey. law. forblds the
‘public exposure of a. murderer's corpse.
‘The ‘corpse was Tiot mutilated by the
dactors .and it I3 presumed that the
attempt-to secure.it was instigated by
‘unsemnuloun speculaors.
