Sailing on the high seas to what he
presumably thinks is safety in his mative
province ¥ Italy, Ilario Di Antonio, al-
leged to be the murderer of William Gal-
lagher, . who was stabbed to death in
Camden a couple of weeks ago, is being
awaited by the authorities, who will
place him under arrcet as soon 2s he Jands.
Chief~of Police Gruvenor, of Camden,
yesterday communicated With  Halian
Consul Felece Ronce at Trenton, and

With virtually nothing upen_which 10
work, the case was asuigned Detectives
Schregler and Troncone.  Gallagher was
stabbed to death carly Sunday mornmng
of December 8 at Locust and ne
streets. He was found bleeding to death
and succumbed to lus injuries shortly af-
ter being admrtted to the Cooper Hospi-
tal. Through Troncone, who is the Itahan
detective in Camden, it wza learned that
Giuseppe Azzari, of 204 Beckett strect,
knew something about the crime. He

Locust street, was aleo apprehended.
They koth broke down and tdld the'facts
in the tragedy.

According {o their stories, the alleged
slayer of Gallagher took exception to an
insulling remark Gallagher had  made
concerning a woman. VWords followed
and then the stabbing, Di Antonio, ac
cording to lus compatriots, stabbing Gal-
lagher through the heart with a stiletto
As s00n as possible Di Antonio took ship
for s home, .

The alleged murdcrer lived in an Hal-
ian tenement house at Third and Line
streets, nett to the place there pigos-
tine Toscane was stabbed {$ death by
Giuseppe Diane on October §. The lat-
ter is a fumitive.
